Downtown Economic Investment Zone Amendment  
Bylaw No. 2019-31
Council gave first three readings to “Downtown Economic Investment 
Zone Amendment Bylaw No. 2019-31”, a bylaw that amends section 
6 of “Downtown Economic Investment Zone Bylaw No. 2014-04” 
allowing incentives to developments subject to a building permit 
issued before March 1, 2018 and have been issued occupancy no 
later than June 30, 2020.

Zoning Amendment Bylaw No. 2019-29
Council gave second reading as amended (replacing Schedule A) to 
“Zoning Amendment Bylaw No. 2019-29”. A second Public Hearing 
will be held on September 3, 2019 at 6:00 p.m.
